What the Heck is a Zoonosis?!??

Must be something to do with lions
and tigers and bears, oh my. Actually, a
zoonotic disease is one that can be
passed among species of animals, most
notably from an animal to a human or
vice versa. (Nancy W.)

Both cats and dogs can transmit MRSA
(Methicillin-Resistant Staph Aureus)
which is a bacterial infection that is
frequently reported as an infection that

a patient acquires in a hospital. A per-
son can go home and transmit the bac-
teria to their pet, who can later give it
back to the human. It is generally seen
as a skin infection or pneumonia and
can be fatal to humans and their pets.

If your pet has a skin infection, be sure
to have it seen by your veterinarian.
And always wash your hands after pet-
ting or playing with your pet. This bac-
